SIMPLE MOMENTS OF ADVENT

Sometimes we can find the real core of a moment or experience by
looking at the simple things around us. As we enter the hurried and frantic
Christmas season, so much of the news we see is about the sales and the eco-
nomic numbers. Is that what Advent is about? Is it just a time to give us a
running start for Christmas? How easy it is to be distracted by the world
around us. After all, the world clamors for our attention and that clamor
makes it easy to miss the simple things in life.

Maybe we should look closely at the small and everyday things around
us and know that in them we may see the Kingdom of God at work. Maybe we
can think of one simple change that could help us enjoy getting ready for
Christmas. We all have at least one dreaded chore we would like to simplify.
The shopping, getting out the cards? Too many parties? Too many guests
staying for too long? The crowds? The list goes on. If we spend a few sim-
ple moments reflecting not on pains and worry, chores and to-do lists but in-
stead on some of the wonderful gifts of family and friends and the experiences
we have had in life, we can find joy.

That is what God has given us at Christmas. God has given us a time to
reflect on the gifts we have been given. We already know what really counts
in life.

TFI FAMILY SERVICES
(THE FARM INCORPORATED)
CHRISTMAS FOR FOSTER CHILDREN

TFI is a child welfare agency located in Salina and has offices in communities throughout
the state of Kansas. TFI was founded in 1965 as a rural day camp for youth, and has
grown to become an organization providing foster care, family permanency and mental
health programs for children and families.

What is involved in Resource (foster) care?

A child is placed in resource care when a court determines the child’s home life is danger-
ous, inappropriate, unhealthy, or when the child’s behaviors cannot be managed at home.
Many children have experienced episodes of abuse and neglect throughout their lives. The
ultimate goal of resource care is to resolve family conflicts and return the child to his or
her natural family. If reintegration with the natural family proves impossible, children are
often placed in adoption or prepared for adulthood through independent living.

We are seeking gifts for the foster children for Christmas. The names of the children and
what they need will be on tags on the bulletin board in the Parish Hall in Salina.

School News: The children of Christ Cathedral Montessori School visited the Sunflower
Adult Day Services and took materials with which to build “Veggie Jack-o-lanterns.” The
features for the pumpkins were vegetables, and the results were charming. Those in atten-
dance that day had great fun assisting the 16 children in their creations. The manager of Sun-
flower told our teachers that our children will be most welcome when they go back there in
January. This is part of the mission of the school to reach out into the community.

This month the students harvested the spinach and lettuce they had planted earlier and
enjoyed a nice salad for the snack that day. Gardening is an important aspect of Montessori
education, and this exercise illustrates that.

Bible story time is a favorite of the children. They sing songs, listen quietly to the les-
son for the day, then spend time in prayer, talking to God or listening to God. It is a calming
time to end the school day in this way.

Feed the Hungry: November was a busy time for our Feed the Hungry program. Thank you to
Harry Smith who provided pizzas for the Men’s Bible Study participants to use on Thursdays.
Also, thanks to Jack Vanier who donated more ground beef for this program. Dean Jones has
perfected his meatloaf recipe, and meatloaf sandwiches have become his speciality on Satur-
days.

Larry Hower reports that the expenses for October were $630 which computes to the
meals served during that time at a cost of $1.67 each. We are careful stewards of the funds
while providing a nourishing meal for homeless men, women, and children. Each lunch in-
cludes a protein, a starch, a fruit or pudding cup, a drink, and cookies when available. We
also include toothbrushes and toothpaste when those items are donated.

Marian Page and Jo Reed provided a Thanksgiving meal for our homeless and hungry
who eat daily at the Cathedral.

Treasurer’s Report: Larry Hower stated that
the bank balance was $50,978.50 as of Friday.
$102,000 has been invoiced to the Endow-
ment. Christ Cathedral has received its first

lay- payment from the Bob Miller Estate which

has been deposited into the Endowment. We
have received a $5,000 check from Babette’s
Trust Fund that will also be deposited into the
Endowment.

Royce Young will be putting together a pres-
entation for the Vestry regarding what to do
with the organ when the walls of the Cathe-
dral are cleaned.

Senior Warden’s Report: Pam Smith and
Vicky Nichols will join George Cramer and
Larry Hower on the Strategic Planning Com-
mittee. Carolyn stated that the staff will be
given forms to fill out regarding the number
of hours they work, what they do, etc. After
these forms have been turned in, a review of
personnel will be completed. Christ Cathedral
will pay 1/4 of Fr. Randy’s health insurance,
with the rest being paid by Incarnation and the
diocese. The chest that is currently in the
Favre’s garage will be moved back to the
church to be either sold or used. We need to
seek volunteers to sew on buttons, wash

robes, etc. for the acolytes.

Junior Warden’s Report: Derius Mammen
reported that Jack Favre has done some re-
pairs on two Cathedral windows. A new
freezer has been purchased and delivered. A
stained glass window repair company has
stated that the Lord’s Supper window is the
window that is in the most critical condition.
Larry Hower will meet with Mike Beatty re-
garding the windows. Any non-volunteer that
works on or in the property of Christ Cathe-
dral must sign a contract that leaves the Ca-
thedral non-liable in case of injury. Fr.
Randy, Jo Reed and Steve Hoffman are work-
ing on a “How-To” book regarding all the
functions and operations of the Cathedral.

Ministry Reports:

Service - Steve Hoffman spoke on the Red
Cross Outreach.

Education - Vicky Nichols reported on the
nursery care. The church is registered at Wal-
Mart for the needed items for the nursery.

CCMS - Jo Reed reported that the school is
off to a great start. CCMS was just awarded a
