In western Christian tradition January 6 is cele-

brated as Epiphany.  It goes by other names in 

various church traditions.  In Hispanic and Latin 

cultures, as well as some places in Europe, it is 

known as Three Kingôs Day.  Epiphany is the cli-

max of the Advent/Christmas Season and the 

Twelve Days of Christmas.  Depending on how you 

count, January 6 is the Twelfth Day, and the eve-

ning of January 6 is counted as the Twelfth Night.  

It is an occasion for celebration, including the bak-

ing of a special Kingôs Cake.   

 Advent is marked by expectation and antici-

pation in preparing to celebrate the coming of Je-

sus.  Epiphany looks ahead to the mission of the 

church to the world in light of the Nativity.  Epiph-

any means ñto showò or ñto make knownò or ñto 

reveal.ò  We remember the coming of the wise men 

bringing gifts to visit the Christ child, who by so 

doing ñrevealò Jesus to the world as Lord and King.

May Almighty God, who led the Wise Men by the 

shining of a star to find the Christ, the Light from 

Light, lead us also, in our pilgrimage, to find the 

Lord. 

May God, who sent the Holy Spirit to rest upon the 

Only-begotten at his baptism in the Jordan River, 

pour out that Spirit on us who have come to the wa-

ters of new birth.

 Winter was hard.  I f you were a child  growing up in t he Mid -Western 

United States,  wint er was hard.  It  was long and dark and co ld,  with full light  

arr iving somet imes after schoo l started and leaving well before supper.   To 

help the winter pass with a lit t le more grace,  my sister and I played a wonder-

ful game.  ñStar Light, Star Bright. First star I see tonight.ò  On cold, clear 

nights the stars were cut  cleanly in the dark sky.   

 I  recall hours and hours o f pleasure playing in the snow by star light  in  

the co ld,  dark winter months ï although my more realist ic guess is  that  we 

played once or twice a winter for only twenty minutes or so,  before go ing into  

the house for hot  chocolate and cookies.    

 To this day, the stars can br ing me back to  some reco llect ion o f homing 

ï an ear ly,  wist ful memory o f the mystery o f belonging to  the vast  reaches o f 

the universe,  so vast  and beaut iful yet  including one so small and ins ignifi-

cant  as I.   

 Epiphany, which we celebrate on January 6,  means simply the manifes-

tation of the light.  The story in St. Matthewôs gospel of the journey of the 

Magi is filled with mystery,  int r igue, and some measure o f t ragedy.  The guid-

ing star,  the warning dream, the myster ious it inerary are all moving us toward 

the manifestat ion o f the light  to  a part ly recept ive,  but  most ly host ile wor ld.   

 How shall the light  enter the wor ld this  year?  Ours is a wor ld much 

like that  of t he magi ï part ly recept ive,  most ly host ile.   Although most  of us 

sleep in comfortable beds and have a roof over our heads,  many in our country 

live in poverty,  desperat ion and cannot  achieve the status of equal opportunit y 

for all.   

 How shall we come to the Light  this year?  We acknowledge a wor ld 

party recept ive,  most ly host ile.   I  am one who believes that  we in this congre-

gat ion are most ly recept ive,  and not  at  all host ile,  to  the cr ies and needs o f 

those around us; as evidenced by our many outreach efforts.   

 I  have three st rong wishes for us as we enter the New Year.   I f t here 

were a star here in my study, I  might  wish upon it .   

 I  pray that  we will cont inue to  invest  in the r igorous discipline o f this 

fait h community.   One o f the things which I who leheartedly believe about  

those who dwell in such a faith community as ours is that you donôt have to 

like those you live with,  but  you do have to  love them.  To make a decis ion to 

live in,  and support  each other in t he bonds o f community is  difficult ,  reward-

ing, and somet imes downright  unpleasant ; but  I  would choose no other way.   

The goodness o f dwelling in unity with brothers and sisters o f fait h far

McIntosh helped them on 

their way.
