School News: Sherry Krehbiel, Director of Christ Cathedral Montessori School, created a 

special gift to present to parents at the first-ever parent-teacher conferences in October. Each 

set of parents received a booklet with the child’s photo on the cover, with the words “I am 

special. God made me.” Inside the second page was a record of the child’s height and weight 

and on the next page the children had colored their hair and eyes. At the center of the book-

let, Mrs. Krehbiel had traced each child’s hands, and on the back page was a photo of the 

entire class with the words “Montessori Family.” A similar booklet will be presented to the 

parents at the end of the school year to mark changes in growth. The classroom is now full 

with 19 students in attendance. Perhaps you have noticed the gardening projects completed 

by the children with assistance from Mrs. Krehbiel and Molly Thompson, her teacher’s aide. 

Marian Page is in charge of snacks each day, and the children are learning to eat healthy 

foods and helping to prepare and serve snacks. 

 

Feed the Hungry: During October, we served 388 lunches, seven days a week, to the home-

less in Salina, which include men, women, and children. Thank you to all who donated plas-

tic sacks; we have a goodly supply at the moment. We also included bottles of hand sanitiz-

ing liquid during October. With cold weather approaching, we would like to supply bed-

rolls, blankets, jackets, sweat shirts, scarves, gloves, and caps. If you have any of these 

items, please leave them on the counter in the kitchen, and we will see that they get into the 

hands of the needy. Thanks to everyone who helps with this program of outreach with dona-

tions of money and time.
