We are in need of a parish 

secretary since Molly Thompson has taken up 

her duties as an assistant teacher with the 

Montessori school.  The names of the 

members of the Search Committee were 

presented and approved (see article elsewhere 

in Chimes).  Our Junior Warden, Derius 

Mammen reported on conversations with the 

roofing company regarding the leaks in the 

kitchen and parish office and a request has 

been made to the insurance company.  We 

have had a couple of donations toward a new 

freezer ï but we need additional funds in order 

to purchase one.  The stained glass windows 

issue continues to come before the vestry and 

some repairs have been made.  The 

landscaping on the south side of the education 

building is underway ï and the flower bed is 

being moved.  Pam Smith expressed concerns 

with the cleanliness of the kitchen area and a 

complete cleaning is being scheduled.  Sunday 

school is starting on September 20 and our 

choir will be back on September 13.  Several 

vestry members have agreed to take part in a 

ñreview of current personnelò in order to get a 

clearer picture of our staff needs.  This 

information will be forwarded to the Search 

Committee to be included in our profile.  A 

vestry meeting is scheduled for October 4, 

following the 10 am. service.
